One house is under construction in Roanoke in partnership with the Blue Ridge
Chapter of Thrivent Financial, Lutheran Cooperative Ministries (LuCom) and
area Lutheran churches. The build is a continuation of a long-standing relationship
between HFHRV and the area’s Lutheran churches and organizations. J.D. Seneff, one
of the project’s Chapter Specialists, states, “Thrivent Financial for Lutherans is a faith-
based membership organization whose mission is caring for others. Habitat for
Humanity is a perfect fit and provides Thrivent members an opportunity to put our
mission statement into action.”

Local Lutheran organizations and churches must raise funds for ten percent of the cost
of the house. Russ Hurd, a Chapter Specialist for the build, shares, “I am looking
forward to working with everyone on a good project. People I talk to are so enthused
and ready to go. I know one church used an Easter Breakfast as a fund-raiser, and my
church has started an aluminum can program.  I’m sure other churches have plans to
benefit the Johnson family’s home.”

Be assured that Jim McCarthy, volunteer coordinator for the Thrivent Builds program,
will be quite busy recruiting volunteers to help build the three-bedroom house.
Habitat looks forward to working with the Valley’s Lutheran congregations!

The house, located at 3353 Pittsfield Circle, is a flurry of activity as the volunteers work
alongside the future homeowner, Fanee Johnson.
